Competitive Exhibits: All poultry and waterfowl must be penned between 7:30 a.m. and 8:30 a.m. on Saturday, 4th July
2026. Strictly Saturday morning penning only—no Friday night penning. All exhibit birds must remain penned for the duration
of the show and may only be removed with permission from the Chief Steward. Exhibitors are responsible for correct
penning on the day, and any discrepancies may result in disqualification.

Only purebred birds will be accepted for judging—crossbreeds are not permitted in the competitive classes. Close-banded
birds are eligible for judging. All other identification methods, such as zip fies and plastic leg rings, must be removed before

penning. Any sick, diseased, or vermin-infested birds will not be penned, and the Chief Steward and Judge reserve the right
to remove any bird deemed to be in poor health.

Junior Exhibits: Junior classes will be determined following the close of entries and created based on the number and type
of exhibits received. Junior exhibitors must complete the standard entry form in the same manner as competitive class
entries and clearly indicate “JUNIOR” on the entry form.

Junior classes will be allocated at the discretfion of the chief steward to ensure fair and appropriate competition based on
entry numbers, exhibit categories, and exhibitor age.

Eligibility: Junior exhibitors must be under 18 years of age on the date of the event to be eligible to compete in junior
classes. Exhibits in this category are only eligible for Grand Champion Junior Exhibit of Show.

Backyard Bird Exhibitors: Open to all ages. Exhibitors in this section must handle their own animals when penning and
unpenning. All birds must be healthy and free from iliness or parasites. Exhibit birds must remain penned for the duration of
the show. This section is independent of the competitive show, and exhibits in this category are only eligible for Grand
Champion Backyard Bird of Show.

Exhibitor Drop-Off: Exhibits are to be dropped off at the pouliry pavilion. Exhibitors must safely drive into the showgrounds
and pay the entry fee at the gate.

Judaing: Judging commences at 2:00 a.m. on Saturday, 4th July 2026. Judging will be conducted under the Australian
Poultry Standard. Exhibitors must not communicate with Judges during the judging process. Judges cannot judge any class
in which they have entered. The Judge’s decision is final, and exhibitors must refrain from confrontations.

Entry Fee: $1.00 (including GST) per entry, payable before penning on the day. Late entries will not be accepted.
Prize Money: First $2.00, Second $1.00. Special awards detailed below.

Important Rules & Regulations:

e Birds enfered in the incorrect class may be reclassified at the discretion of the Chief Steward.
e  Birds must not be handled or removed without the Steward’s permission.
e Any bird found to have been tampered with may be disqualified at the discretion of the Stewards and Judges.
e Eggs laid during the show remain the property of Laidley Show Society Inc.
e Exhibitors are responsible for ensuring their exhibit is presented in the best condition.
e Age Classification:
o Birds 12 months and over will be judged as Cock or Hen.
o Birds under 12 months old will be judged as Cockerel or Pullet.
e Colour and Variety Classes:
To ensure clarity in classification, the following acronyms are used:
o AC - Any Colour
AORC - Any Other Recognised Colour
AV — Any Variety
ARV — Any Recognised Variety
AORYV - Any Other Recognised Variety
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PLEASE NOTE: Sections and classes can be changed at the discretion of the Chief Steward and Judges
without prior consultation. Changes are subject to entry numbers and the overall flow of the section to
ensure fairness and efficiency. Show stewards will try their best to notify exhibitors of class changes upon
penning and prior to the commencement of judging.
